A MOROCCAN sailor is threatening 
to kill orcas this summer if solutions 
are not found to stop dangerous ‘in-
teractions’ in the Strait of Gibraltar.
Anger is rising among sailors whose 
livelihoods are at threat from a pod 
of orcas who have been damaging 
ships.
The stark warning comes after a 
five-year spree saw the whales crip-
ple hundreds of vessels.
Now, a series of captains claim it has 
become too risky for yachts and cat-
amarans to navigate the Strait.
Yassine Darkaoui, a sailor who runs 
a repair shop in Tangier, has warned 
he is prepared to kill a whale if noth-
ing is done.
It comes after he told the Olive Press

he had fixed the rudders of three 
separate vessels attacked by orcas in 
the last year.
“I meet a lot of sailors who tell me 
they are prepared to shoot these 
motherf***ers if they try to harm 
their boats or endanger their fami-
lies,” said Darkaoui.
“These guys have often invested 
their life savings in their boat. So 
when you see them being attacked 
by those beautiful monsters, it could 
lead to shooting them.”
The sailor, who had to shelve plans 
to open a sailing centre in Tangier 
because of the attacks, added: “It is 
only a matter of time – and summer 
is coming.
“Once the tuna migration begins the 
orcas will be back and it might be 
that we need to kill one of them to 
teach them a lesson.”

Prison
And he added: “But let me tell you, if 
I kill an orca, I will kill it with a tear 
in my eye.”
The chilling threat comes despite 
the Iberian orca being a heavily pro-
tected species.

you turn it on, they stay around 500 
metres or a kilometre away,” he said.
Plans are afoot to trial an acoustic 
deterrent later this year, but it has 
received a cool reaction from some 
sections within the marine biology 
community.
Janek Andre of marine conserva-
tionists WeWhale fears that such 
an implement could ‘damage their 
hearing, which is highly sensitive.’
“The animals could get lost or even 
die because of hearing damage,” he 
told the Olive Press.
“And if all boats had the device then 
the orcas will have to leave the area 
– their home!” 
Conservationists and marine biolo-
gists alike have been at pains to in-
sist that these interactions are not 
‘attacks’ nor signs of aggression, but 
merely a playful hunting practice. 
Solutions proposed include skippers 
sticking near the coast to avoid the 
centre of the Strait, while remaining 
in frequent communication with one 
another. 
WeWhale also offers to escort boats 
on regular trips, such as from Tarifa 
to Tangier, and they plan to open a 
hotline this summer for skippers to 
call to get the last known location of 
the pod.
The good news is that reported in-
cidents were down last year from 
2023’s peak of 186 interactions, 
according to data collected by the 
Cruising Association (CA), point-
ing to the effectiveness of these 
solutions.
“These orca are protected, much like

Various attempts have 
been made to ward 
them off, including 
throwing firecrackers 
overboard as orcas are 
acoustically sensitive to 
loud noises.
Darkaoui told the Ol-
ive Press he also wants 
more research into a 
type of sonic tool which 
could be reliably used to 
keep them at bay.
“Something that, when 

tigers in India, and we must there-
fore find ways to coexist with them,” 
CA lead John Burbeck told the Olive 
Press.
“We suggest treating orca encoun-
ters like stormy weather or man 
overboard. These are serious risks 
that crews prepare for.”
But many skippers have described 
these measures as ‘unworkable’ and 
instead are calling for a more robust 
solution – one which allows them to 
continue their livelihoods.

Collision
“Even if you know where they are, 
you can’t necessarily avoid them, 
as these creatures are fast,” another 
sailor told the Olive Press.
“They can go from one side of the 
Strait to the other in two or three 
hours. Sticking to the coast does 
seem to help, but the cost of it adds 
up. 
“Journeys take much longer and 
there are hazards near the coast, 
such as tuna nets, and sudden swells 
that can push you against the rocks.
“You can spend two or three months 
waiting for a new rudder. That’s three 
months of lost business, which is some-
thing you can’t claim on insurance.
“Anyone would defend their house if 
it was under attack, so you can’t en-
tirely blame the captains. 
“People are afraid to go out sailing. 
“There is definitely a collision com-
ing this summer.”

IT is one of the most prestigious architecture prizes in the world.So it’s amazing that Spain is connected to two of the three buil-dings up for the top prize of the UK’s Royal Institute of British Ar-chitects (RIBA) awards this year.Spain-based architect David Chipperfield is on the shortlist of three for the International Prize, for his clever conversion of a mo-nastery (left) into an office block in Paderborn, Germany.British talent Chipperfield, who spends much of the year in Ga-licia, used ‘sculptural demolition’ to convert the St Vincenz Hospital into the headquarters of the TAP holding group.Also on the list is the fabulous Modulus Matrix social hou-sing project, in Barcelona, by Peris + Toral Architects.The stunning 10,000 sqm block was built almost entirely from wood on the site of a former cinema. The largest wooden building in Spain, it was built from sustainable wood from the Basque Country.The other nominee is the Lianzhou Museum of Pho-tography, in China, which was built on the site of an old sugar mill.

Zamora is the cheapest at €1,17 sqm.Meanwhile, all but four provinces re-corded higher prices, with Santa Cruz de Tenerife and Las Palmas seeing the steepest rises of  16.4% and 16% respectively.
Other fast growers include the Bale-aric Islands (14.8%), Alicante (13.9%), Malaga (12.7%) and Murcia (14.9%).For anyone looking for bargains, house prices have actually fallen in Ourense (-3.2%), Córdoba (-2.5%), Badajoz (-1.1%) and Ciudad Real (-0.7%).The Balearic Islands continue to be the most expensive autonomous re-gion at €4,663 sqm, followed by the Community of  Madrid (€3,64 sqm), the Basque Country (€3,01 sqm), the Canary Islands (€2,77 sqm) and Cata-lunya (€2,44 sqm). Bargain hunters should check out Castilla-La Mancha (€937), Ex-tremadura (€977 sqm) and Castilla y León (€1,199 sqm).

THE former boss of Marbella’s Triple 
A animal shelter is facing up to 18 
years in jail for an alleged long-term 
campaign of slaughtering dogs for 
profit, it has emerged. Prosecutors are seeking the hefty 
sentence for Bettina Pietsch, a Ger-
man expat accused of overseeing 
alleged animal cruelty, misappropri-
ation of funds and breaking labour 
laws. 
Meanwhile the former vice-presi-
dent, named only as A.D., is facing a 
10-year jail term.According to court documents, ani-
mals were ‘slaughtered on a massive 
and unjustified scale, with the sole 
purpose of reducing costs and dedi-
cating facilities to private purposes, 
with the aim of making a profit.’ Other alleged crimes between 2011 
and 2016 include falsifying docu-
ments and working without the cor-
rect licences. Shockingly, prosecutors allege that 
euthanasia products were adminis-
tered ‘without having the veterinary 
knowledge to do so’. And in a cruel twist, illegally low dos-
es were used to cut costs, ‘causing a 
slow and painful death in animals, 
many of whom were healthy pup-
pies’, it is claimed. Both Pietsch and her vice-president 
are also accused of using €20,426 of 
charity cash for payments unrelated 
to the shelter, and of stealing a fur-

TRIPLE TROUBLE

FEARS are growing that over-con-
struction on floodplains could lead to 
a Valencia-style flooding disaster on 
the Costa del Sol.As further heavy rain is forecast for 
Andalucia this week, residents are be-
ing warned to avoid unnecessary jour-
neys amid a red alert along the entire 
Malaga coastline.It comes after four out of 14 key flood 
risk zones in Spain were announced

Coin areas are vulnerable to severe 
levels of flooding should the Fuengi-
rola river overflow.The green group claims its floodplain 
has been too heavily built upon since 
the 1980s – often in direct violation of 
urban planning regulations and risk 
studies.
It insists any new projects - including

and any parties that insist on build-ing in vulnerable territory,” ex-plained a spokesman.“Despite the multiple declarations of a cli-mate emergency, poli-ticians continue to act as if there were no real emergency and it can be business as usual.“It means exposing more and more people to the same possible catastrophic event as we have seen in Valencia, giv-en the enormous vulnera-bility of the Fuengirola river.”The region has been hit by di-sastrous floods before, with up to 14

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AN expat’s cat ‘saved her life’ after the clever moggy ‘warned’ her of carbon monoxide poisoning inside their Marbella flat. Debbie Lush was forced to act after her kitty, named Coco (above), re-fused to stop meowing at the boiler inside her rented apartment.Suspecting something was amiss, following weeks of headaches, the estate agent, from Dublin, bought a carbon monoxide detector, which began immediately beeping.A plumber who came the next day, insisted he had fixed the problem after hoovering away some dust.But, that night, Coco continued to ‘howl’ at the boiler, so Debbie sen-sibly sought a second opinion. 

Lethal
Fortunately another plumbing firm discovered a hole in her cavity wall leaking the lethal gas.It also emerged that her boiler was 27 years old and had rotting rubber parts that had never been replaced. She was told it needed immediate replacement.

“Coco knew something was wrong and she would not let up until I got the boiler examined.“Now it’s fixed, I haven’t heard anything more than purring, it’s incredible!”

He’s a British cyclist called 
‘Stephen’ and he’s been in a 
coma after an accident… but that’s all he 
knows

A BRITISH pensioner has made a heartfelt appeal after getting ‘trapped’ in hospital in Spain having forgotten his surname.The elderly man, believed to be aged around 70, woke up from a coma in a Costa Blanca hospital suffering from amnesia.He told doctors in Torrevieja that he has literally no idea where he was going, where he lives or what he used to do.
All that is known is he was trav-elling by bike in Alicante prov-ince on September 24 when he suffered a stroke. He had been cycling along the road between San Fulgencio and La Marina, according to local po-lice, who are now helping him.He told them he only remembers

his first name as ‘Stephen’, and cannot recall any family mem-bers or relatives.He also insisted he has no idea why he is in Spain, if he lives here or is on holiday.Meanwhile, alarmingly, no one has reported him missing, com-plicating the police investigation.
After an Olive Press online appeal over the weekend, we hoped we had a breakthrough when an old friend of an ‘avid cyclist’ from 

Cambridgeshire insisted he was ‘Steve Presland’.A decade-old photo of Presland  showed an uncanny resem-blance, with others also recog-nising him as Presland. They both had the same co-lour-patterned beard and bushy eyebrows, plus an identical nose, as well as shared a passion for cycling.However, the the-ory was seemingly put to rest on Mon-day after a member of the Ely Running Club said they had ‘tracked down’ Presland in the UK. Stephen Howard told the Olive Press: “Steve has just called me back and said it is not him in your article, sorry!”We asked to be put 

in touch with Presland but we have yet to hear back.Adding to the mystery, social me-dia posts appealing for informa-tion on Stephen have strangely disappeared - but police are very much still trying to identify him.

The pensioner, who remains in hospital, asked that his photo and story be published by us in the hope that someone will rec-ognise him.

The Policia Local in San Fulgen-cio told the Olive Press last night that Stephen is starting to get re-ally worried.

Predicting risk with AI

The Barcelona Supercom-
puting Centre isn’t stop-
ping at virtual hearts. 
The research centre has 

developed an AI model 
capable of predicting 
stroke risk using data 
from mobile devices.
This innovation could 
significantly improve 

early intervention and prevention 
strategies, allowing healthcare pro-
viders to identify at-risk individuals 
and offer timely treatment. 
By using the widespread accessibil-
ity of mobile technology, this break-
through represents a major step to-
wards more inclusive and proactive 
healthcare.

These remote monitoring systems 
powered by AI allow continuous track-
ing of patients’ vital signs, enabling 
timely interventions. 
Chatbots and virtual assistants also 
help patients manage their symp-
toms more effectively.

Drug discovery and clinical trials

AI is also transforming drug research 
with Barcelona-based Biorce recent-
ly securing €3.5 million to enhance 
clinical trials using AI, streamlining 
processes and increasing efficiency.
Developing new drugs has become 
notoriously slow and expensive, and 
rising costs and tighter regulations 
have slowed development to a crawl. 
AI offers a way to reverse that trend, 
ensuring life-saving new treatments 
reach patients faster. 
Biorce’s AI model ‘Jarvis’ will reduce 
costs and shorten timeframes for 
drug development.
It achieves this by helping patients 
find and understand the require-
ments for relevant clinical trials, while 
aiding researchers in the search for 
eligible participants.
The AI database is a user-friendly 
solution including over 480,000 clin-
ical trials, streamlining the research

THE Spanish government has been 

slammed as housing prices continue to 

skyrocket across the country, with the 

national average rising by 8.7% over the 

past year.A report by property portal Idealista 

reveals the average price now stands 

at €2,182 per square metre, though the 

increases have been particularly steep in 

certain regions and cities.
The rapid rise in house prices has 

sparked concern that government pol-

icies are failing to address the critical 

issue of  affordable housing.

Francisco Iñareta, spokesperson for

Idealista, attributed the surge to a com-

bination of  factors, including inade-

quate land development, bureaucratic 

obstacles, labour shortages, and un-

checked population growth in high-de-

mand areas. “Used housing is unable to meet grow-

ing demand, and in the face of  a short-

age of  supply, prices are rising sharply,” 

Iñareta said, calling for immediate gov-

ernment intervention to accelerate new 

housing construction.

The crisis has been most pronounced 

in Spain’s provincial capitals, with Ma-

drid and Barcelona experiencing price 

jumps of  17.8% and 16.7% respectively.

In San Sebastian, the country’s most ex-

pensive city, housing prices have soared 

to €5,570 per square metre, underscor-

ing the widening gap between Spain’s 

major urban centres and more afford-

able areas like Zamora, where prices 

remain at €1,175 per square metre.

Malaga has emerged as the priciest 

provincial capital in Andalucia, with 

an average of  €3,095 per square metre, 

marking a 17.9% increase over the past 

year. Andalucia’s Jaen province remains 

one of  the most affordable regions, with 

prices as low as €838 per square metre.

Elsewhere, Valencia saw a 17.6% rise 

followed by Santander (16.7%). Next 

in line are Alicante (15.9%), Granada 

(15%) and Soria (13.5%).
Prices have also risen in Palma (10.2%), 

Barcelona (9.8%), Sevilla (7.8%), Bilbao 

(6.1%) and San Sebastian (4%).

The rising cost of  housing is putting 

significant pressure on buyers across 

the country, with many now spending 

over 30% of  their income on mortgage 

payments. The lack of  affordable new-

build properties has created a ‘perfect 

storm’, according to Idealista, leading 

to a national housing crunch that is 

showing no signs of  easing.

Idealista’s report calls for urgent policy 

reforms, including measures to stream-

line the construction process and in-

centivize large-scale developments in 

high-demand areas. Without swift ac-

tion, housing prices in Spain’s most dy-

namic cities and regions are expected to 

continue climbing, further exacerbating 

the housing affordability crisis.
